IMPORTANT DECISIONS OF ENGLISH DEPARTMENT
21st. January 1948.

1. It is decided to form a committee to draw up the syllabus and
programme for the English Department.

28th. January 1948.

1. English Speaking Society—It is decided by a majority of votes
to hold meetings once a month.

2. School Library—The school has assigned a sum of money for
purchase of library books in English. The chairman requests
teachers of the English Department to submit lists of suitable
books to him as early as possible.

5th. March 1948.

1. English Speaking Society—The chairman asks for suggestions
and after some discussion the meeting decides that:

a. the secretary for each division shall see that future
meetings shall occupy the time alloted, that is 1% hours,

b. the school microphone shall be utilised,
c. each division sha’l give at least one play at each meeting,
d. songs in English may be introduced and,

e. the English Speaking Society shall stage a play, ‘She
Stoops to Conquer’ at the end of the year.

2. Prizes for Speakers—It is decided to give a prize for the best
speaker in each division at each meeting. The prize will be in
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the form of a certificate and the chairman will approach the
Principal on this matter. Every teacher in a particular
division wil act as a Judge and the aggregate marks from
the judges of that division will decide the best speaker of the

group. The divisional secretary shall make all the necessary
arrangements.

21st. April 1948.

1. Marks for Class Tests—It is decided to dissolve the resolution

made on the 21st. May 1947 concerning the allotment of marks
for class-tests.

It is decided by a majority of votes to award marks for English
as follows :—

70% from the school terminal examination and
30% for general class-work, including home-work,
class-tests, ete.

2. English Speaking Society—It is decided to amend the decision
made on the 28th. of Jan. 1948, ‘to hold meetings once a
month’, to ‘one meeting per term for each division’. Divisional
secretaries shall convene meetings to fix the date, programme,
ete. for this term’s meetings of the English Speaking Society.

15th. July 1948.

1. It is decided that every teacher of English submits his

suggestion to the Committee responsible for the drawing up
of the Programme.

2. Itis decided that the reasons of absentees from future meetings
be duly recorded. :

3. English Speaking Society—The chairman requests that all group

Secretaries meet soon and decide on the day and programme
for the Terminal Meeting.

3rd. August 1948.
1. Fixing Text Books for 1949.

2. The meeting cannot decide on the books for Senior Middle
Second and Third. The choice of book for these two standards
will depend entirely on the 1949 syllabus for the School
Certificate. The Head of the Department, in consultation
with the teacher or teachers concerned, shall make his decision
as soon as the school is in receipt of a copy of the syllabus.
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3. It is decided to ask the school to supply Teachers’ Handbooks

for the Oxford English Course to teachers teaching these
books.

14th. October 1948.

1. The following decisions are arrived at with regard to the
Examination at the end of the year:—

a. The primary Classes, Junior Middle First, Junior Middle
Second and Junior Middle Third shall be examined on
what is being taught to them during the 2nd half of the

iy, ;-

b. The Senior Middle First shall be examined on the full
year’s work for English Language but only the 2nd half
year’s work of Literature.

c. The Senior Middle Second and the Senior Middle Third
shall be examined on the full year’s work for English
language and Literature.

2. It is decided that the Syllabus for English next year be drawn
up in such a manner as it can be covered in the 1st, 2nd and
3rd Quarters thereby leaving the 4th Quarter for Revision.

3. English Speaking Society—It is decided by a majority of votes
to hold competitions in the forthcoming meeting of the Society.
The best speaker in each of the groups will be awarded a
prize by the school in the form of a Certificate. The Group
Secretaries shall convene meetings to diseuss the date and
programme, etc. for the Competitions.
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
